H. Not only does God want us to speak the Word in faith for our own healing, what does He command us to do in Mark 16:17, 18. Read also Matthew 28:18-20.
I. Read Mark 11:23, 24. How can we use the principle found in these verses to overcome sickness or disease in our physical body?
