IV. Your Marriage and Your Mouth
A. Our relationship with our spouse begins with a confession.  Our wedding ceremonies all come with vows (verbal promises) that seal our agreement.   Marriage is the only relationship that has verbally binding words, except salvation.

3. What can you do differently to better fulfill your vows? (If you are single, how can you work on yourself now in order to be a better partner in the future or in your current dating relationship.)

B. Words get our marriage relationship started and usually words are what either end the relationship or keep it healthy.  (If you are single, apply the following questions to your roommate or others you are in close relationship with.)

1. What kind and uplifting words do you speak to your mate? 

2. What unkind words do you speak to them? 

3. Describe your communication style with your mate.  (i.e. angry, accusing, open, 
silent, etc.) 

4. Describe their communication style. 

5. As you understand each others communication (or lack of communication) styles 
better, what can you do to enhance your communication as a couple? (Or if you are 
single, how can you better communicate as friends?)
